What Does a Healthy Church Community

Discipleship is deeply personal. Each of
us plays a part in how we’re being shaped
by Jesus and that transformation doesn’t
happen by accident. It takes intention.

We know by now, the phrase “Rule of Life”
might make you want to roll your eyes but
stick with us! It’s not about pressure or
